Class 1       “Preppy”                    A design incorporating neckware, freedom of style, staged on a table space 36” x 30” covered in white in front of a tan wall.

Class 2      “Train”                     A stretch design staged on a table space 36” x 30” covered in white in front of a tan wall.       HB p. 209   A Creative Design in 2 units, one smaller that the other, having a prominent component connecting the 2 units .  Stretch component must be imaginative & appear to create a dynamic tension between the 2 units.

Class 3      “Bias Cut”                     A creative diagonal line design to be displayed on a gray 35” pedestal with an 18” diameter top in front of a beige screen.  Optional underlay not to exceed 10” below top.                    HB p. 199   A Creative Design in which line direction is dominant, characterized by open silhouette, a minimum of plant material & other (optional) components.

Section B              “Boutique”                     Eligible for the Designer’s Choice Award

Class 4        “Lace”            A creative design incorporating lace/a lace effect, to be displayed on a gray 35” pedestal with an 18” diameter top that can be viewed from all sides.  Optional underlay, no drape.

Class 5        “Illusion”         An abstract creative design using deconstructed plant material. staged on a table space 36” x 30” covered in white in front of  an olive green curtain.     HB p.196   A Creative Design in which the selection, treatment & manner of organization of plant materials & other components are chosen in order to contribute toward a non-realistic, non-naturalistic, & non-representational design.

Class 6           “Tuck & Pleat”                      A creative design featuring leaf/plant manipulation staged on a table space 36” x 30” covered in white in front of  an olive green curtain.               

Section C                  “Mini”                            Eligible for the Petite Award
Class 7     “Ballerina”                    A hanging design, freedom of style, staged within a black 8” diameter embroidery hoop supplied by the committee, on a raised area draped in black.  Plant material fresh &/or dried.      HB p. 202   A suspended design , type II, created to move freely within embroidery hoop. 

Class 8      “Swim Suit”                    An underwater design, using fresh plant material, not to exceed 8” in any dimension, staged on a raised area draped in black.    HB p.212    A Creative Design having component/s including some or all plant material, submerged in water to create interest.  Those components under water must contribute artistically to the overall design & not merely be stems &/or mechanics.

Class 9        “Shoes”                     A design, freedom of style, incorporating a shoe not to exceed 8” in any dimension, staged on a raised area draped in black.    Designer’s choice of plant materials.
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
